This instruction establishes procedures and responsibilities for authorizing private vehicles to operate on
the flightline. It applies to all 914 AW units, tenant units, 107 ARW, and the Base Operating Services
(BOS) contractor who operate or sponsor private vehicles on the USAF flightline at Niagara Falls Inter-
national Airport, New York. It implements AFPD 13-2, Air Traffic Control, Airspace, Airfield, and
Range Management.

SUMMARY OF REVISIONS
Thisrevision aligns the instruction with AFI 13-213, Airfield Management.

1. General Information. 914 TAG Form 3, Flightline Driving Pass will be displayed on the dash of all
private vehicles on the flightline and may not be interchanged between vehicles.

2. Procedures:

2.1. Base functions sponsoring a private vehicle on the flightline will request approval from the 914
AW base operations officer. Access on the 107 ARW restricted ramp requires approval from the 107
Security Police. All requesters will provide the following information:

2.2. Name of individual, contractor, or unit requiring flightline authorization.

2.3. Unit of business address and telephone number.

2.4. License plate number.

2.5. Vehicle color, style, make, and model.

2.6. Reason for access to the flightline and areas on the flightline where the vehicle will be located.

2.7. Dates when the flightline authorization is required (duration of contract only).
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3. Base Operationsand 107 ARW Security Police Responsibilities:

3.1. Brief all drivers on flightline procedures, utilizing the Contractor’s Flightline Driving Brief
checkilist.

3.2. Complete Flightline Pass Log.
3.3. Complete 914 TAG Form BJightline Driving Pass.

3.3.1. Write the permit number on the 914 TAG Form 3. The permit number will begin with the

unit designation (“914” or “107”). The unit designation will be followed by a three digit number,
starting with “001” (i.e., 914-001).

3.3.2. File a copy of the 914 TAG Form 3, the Contractor’s Flightline Driving Brief checklist, and

the Flightline Pass Log, at base operations. This information will be available at all times for
inquiries.

4. Violations;

4.1. The security police will escort all private vehicles off the flightline if they do not possess a 914
TAG Form 3, or violate flightline-driving procedures.

4.2. The base operations officer will confiscate the flightline driving permit until the individual is

briefed again on flightline procedures. Repeat offenders will have their flightline-driving permit ter-
minated.
